This week the children are learning about water. For this my site supervisor asked me to plan an activity that would allow the children to explore the effects that water may have on a different substance. For my activity this week I planned a Jell-O Painting activity in which the children were to choose a colored powder, put some on a paper, spray it with water and smell the powder to see what flavor it may be.

“Jell-O Painting” 

Description/Implementation
I am going to facilitate a learning experience with all the children in small groups of two throughout Centre time. I will introduce the activity by showing the children how to use a spray bottle. In addition, I will describe the Jell-O-O powder to the children and have them identify the colors and smells of each. Once this is done, the children will start putting powder on their page, spraying water and smelling the different scents they give off. 

Step by Step Process:
1. First I will invite two children to my Centre 
2. Next I will tell the children that the powder is what Jell-O is made of
3. Third, I will let them touch the powder and discuss how it feels, looks, and smells 
4. Once they do this, I will have them choose a powder to put on the paper 
5. Fifth I will assist them with spraying water onto the powder 
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]The children will then smell the powder, identify the change in color (if any) and guess the smell of each one  
7. Lastly, I will ask them to share which scent is their favorite and I will thank them for completing the activity. 

Three Objective

1. The children will identify and talk about their own interests and preferences (25.2), as they identify the different scents and choose the one they like best (The Full-Day Early Learning Kindergarten Program, 2016, p. 317)
2. The children will demonstrate control of small muscles (8.4), as they use a functional grip when spraying the water bottle (The Full-Day Early Learning Kindergarten Program, 2016, p. 309)
3. The children will make predictions and observations before and during investigations (13.2), as they predict the smell of each Jell-O before actually knowing what it really is (The Full-Day Early Learning Kindergarten Program, 2016, p. 311)

Materials
The materials I will use include: 
· Blank White Paper
· 2 Spray Bottles 
· Water
· 6 Different Jell-O Powders (orange, cherry, strawberry, lemon, lime, grape)
· Containers & Spoons for the Jell-O powder 




Teaching strategies

Scaffolding   
I will provide maximum support and gradually take on a passive role by providing fewer and fewer cues when assisting the children with the spray bottle. This will help the children move from a level of assisted performance to independent functioning 

Do-It Signals 
I will provide the children with positive statements to give the children a clearer idea of what to do. I will provide statements such as: 
· “Tell me about your favorite scent!”
· “Find a way to spray less water on the powder” 
These positive statements will give children a clearer idea of what to do. 
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
